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PIPERS FOR HIGHLAND DANCING COMPETITIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS

CRITERIA

To be included on the Dancing Pipers List compiled by FUSTA a piper must meet the following criteria:

Pipers must have sound knowledge of all competitive dance tunes, including Highland, National, Irish Jig and Sailor’s Hornpipe.

Pipers must be able to play all tunes at a tempo acceptable to the adjudicator.

Pipers have demonstrated the talent and ability to play these tunes consistently on a repetitive basis;

The piper must recognize that as a piper for competitive Highland Dancing, the most important objective is to provide the competitors with the best possible accompaniment.

Pipers must be willing to accept direction from the judge on any matters pertaining to the conduct of the competition on the day of a competition.

PROCEDURE

To be included on the FUSTA Pipers List a piper must be recommended to the FUSTA Board of Directors by at least three Highland Dance professionals, either active qualified teachers and/or active members of the SOBHD Judges Panel, who are members of FUSTA.

To be removed from the FUSTA Pipers List a recommendation to this effect must be received and agreed upon by the FUSTA Board of Directors from three active qualified teachers and/or members of the SOBHD Judges Panel who are also members of FUSTA, outlining the reason(s) for the removal.
